Chair’s Foreword

Jeremy Smeeth - Chair

This has been a year that many of us
may be glad to be rid of! The now
infamous global banking crisis turned
into a global recession, the UK’s
involvement in foreign conflicts
switched focus but did not diminish,
trust in our elected representatives hit
rock bottom, and on top of everything
we were faced with a swine flu pan-
demic... the phrase ‘a perfect storm’
springs to mind!

There is no doubt that this year has
been difficult for many and that such
difficulties will remain for quite some
time yet. For the arts, and for the
wider voluntary sector, | am concerned
that our troubles may only just be
beginning. With ticket sales and
admissions remaining strong, and most
funders’ budgets just about holding up
for 2009-10 and 2010-11, many com-
panies have weathered the storm fairly
well until now. But with the dark cloud
of funding cuts looming large, whoever
forms the next UK government, the
arts will inevitably be in the firing line of
cuts to some extent, whether directly
or via changes in local and regional
funding priorities.

ITC is working hard to help its mem-
bers continue to face this uncertain
future confidently by promoting what |
would call a mix of big thinking and
good housekeeping. When times are
tough, we have a natural tendency to
focus on the immediate and the close
at hand, to pare activities down and to
avoid risks. While it is right to protect
ourselves and to take a long, hard look
at all our activities to ensure they con-
tinue to be relevant, essential and effi-
cient, if we focus exclusively on the
detail we run the risk of ignoring the
greatest assets of our sector, passion,
ambition, risk-taking and outspoken-
ness. These are qualities that must
continue to be foregrounded if we are
to influence the shaping of a better
‘post-crisis’ world.

A balance between taking stock and
taking risk is probably the best way to
navigate these troubled times. It is for
this reason that ITC has striven during
the year to provide members with both
practical tools for survival through our
advice and training services, and big
thinking opportunities at our AGM,
Summer Conference and other events.

During the year the ITC board and
management team finalised our busi-
ness plan for the period 2009-2012. In
true storytelling fashion the plan starts
with these words:

Guiding principles for ITC based on
advice to Little Red Riding Hood:

- Stay bright and visible

- Stick to the path

- Know who you’re getting into bed
with (wolf or Granny?)

- Make sure there’s plenty of good stuff
in the basket

| would recommend these guiding prin-
ciples to us all in the present climate.
Keep doing what we do best as well as
we can, with the best people and part-
ners we can find... and keep shouting
about it!



CEO’s Review of the Year:

membership

For ITC and its members (as for many)
this year has been about responding to
a changing economic and political cli-
mate, and holding our nerve. In April
the sector was recovering from the dis-
turbance and loss of confidence
caused by the Arts Council England’s
‘Portfolio review’. 23 of ITC’s members
were cut either completely or partially.
With extraordinary resourcefulness and
determination most of those cut com-
panies found new ways of operating
and have continued to create work —
we only had to assist 3 companies in
winding up their businesses as the
year began.

ITC recognised that the recession and
threatened reductions in public spend-
ing were going to cause some real
financial hardship in the sector and
also a potential loss of confidence and
appetite for sharing and networking.

In response we introduced a range of
measures designed to save members
money and increase their engagement
with us - including a reduction in the
cost of training for members, a new
10% early renewal reduction rate and
free networking meetings for members
around the UK.

‘Inviting members to tea’ encouraged
informal networking, sharing of expert-
ise, experience and examples of good
practice. Subjects discussed included
touring, peer review, Olympics, local
authority relationships and funding,
effects of the recession, profile of
young people’s theatre, governance,
organisational structure and career
paths in the sector. In total we held 10
members tea meetings round the UK
involving 180 companies in a range of
localities including London, Farnham,
Newcastle, York, Coventry, Swindon,
Cambridge and Edinburgh.

In November 150 of our members
attended our AGM and conference at
Toynbee Studios and 200 attended our
reception in Edinburgh co-hosted with
the Federation of Scottish Theatre.

In pursuit of our continued commitment
to raising the profile of young people’s
theatre we organised a conference in
April at The Half Moon for Theatre
Education Managers (70 members
attending). We formed and continued
to facilitate a Theatre Education
Managers Forum throughout the year.
We also ran a special young people’s
theatre networking meeting at Wilton’s
Music Hall with 30 members attending.

Politically ITC worked in partnership
across the cultural sector to maximise
impact and increase the coherence of
our advocacy. We called a ‘summit’ of
the industry lead bodies and unions
with the aim of strengthening our com-
bined voice, reaching further up the
political ladder, deepening our own
understanding of the issues facing our
sector and exploring the solutions and
strategies that could lead to increased
resilience. The ERA21 group (Evolving
a Resilient Arts Sector for the 21st
Century) brought together the following
organisations: ITC, SOLT/TMA, Dance
UK, National Campaign for the Arts,
Museums Association, Opera & Music
Theatre Forum, Crafts Council,
Association of British Orchestras,
Federation of Scottish Theatres,
Equity, BECTU, Musicians Union,
Visual Arts & Galleries Association and
Artsadmin (with a combined member-
ship of over 300,000 artistic organisa-
tions and individual practitioners).

ERA21 formed an alliance with MMM
(Mission, Models, Money) who offered
facilitation and communication support.

In order to deepen our understanding
and prepare for a broader advocacy
role ERA21 held ‘Expert Witness’ ses-
sions with: Stewart Wallis Director of
the New Economics Foundation, Tim
Joss Director of the Rayne Foundation,
Nick Wilding of the Carnegie Trust and
a ‘Brace of Baronesses’ (Lola Young
and Genista Mclintosh). ERA21 then
held meetings with DCMS and the
Heads of Culture for the main political
parties: Secretary of State (Andy
Burnham), Jeremy Hunt and Ed Vaizey
(Conservative), and Don Foster and
Jane Bonham Carter (Lib Dem).

In June 2008, in the spirit of opening
up an improved dialogue, ITC invited
the new Chief Executive of Arts
Council England, Alan Davey, to a con-
versation with 160 of our members at
our Summer Conference at the
Almeida Theatre. Constructive engage-
ment with ACE has continued through-
out the year involving consultation with
ITC on the Mcintosh Review of the
Investment Strategy, The Theatre
Assessment, Touring Strategy and
New Writing Review.

This year saw the culmination of our
work with New Economics Foundation
to develop a system for measuring the
impact of theatre on people’s Well-
Being. The Toolkit was piloted with Live
Theatre (Newcastle), Farnham
Maltings, Hampstead Theatre and a
West End Theatre and was made
ready for use by our members by April.

We worked with a range of partners
across the industry on Green and
Climate Change issues including
Greater London Authority (GLA),
Tipping Point and Arts Council London.

Throughout the year we worked hard
to raise the profile of our members in
the national and trade press, including
special consultation meetings for mem-
bers with Lyn Gardner from the
Guardian focussing on peer review
and quality.

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In the field of professional develop-
ment ITC focussed on Governance
and Leadership this year. Our partners
(GLA, ACE London, Sporting Equals
and Arts & Business) supported us in
running another GAIN programme for
Black, Asian and Minority Ethnic poten-
tial board members. Over 100 appli-
cants responded to our adverts and we
recruited 42 BAME participants who
went on to take part in a range of train-
ing courses and networking events.
We held a successful launch event at
the London Living Room at City Hall in
September involving over 200 partici-
pating organisations, potential board
members and guests.

Throughout ITC’s management of the
GAIN programme members have been
asking us to consider developing a
programme to encourage more dis-
abled board members. We were fortu-
nate in securing the support of our
partners in running a pilot disability
GAIN programme through the second
part of the year. 40 applicants respond-
ed and we were able to recruit 15 par-
ticipants onto the scheme.

A further development to enhance gov-
ernance in the sector arose also out of
popular demand. ITC members were
keen to recruit more arts practitioners
onto their boards. With this aim in mind
we launched a web-based ITC Board
Bank for companies seeking board
members and individuals interested in
serving on boards.

In addition to our growing governance
work we continued to expand and
develop our core training programme
running 62 scheduled courses with a
total of 450 participants and an addi-
tional 16 in-house courses (including 6
in Northern Ireland) reaching 262 par-
ticipants.

We continued to offer a range of peer
learning opportunities including 4 new
action-learning sets (26 participants),
Belbin team building sessions (40 par-
ticipants) and the final year of our
North West Capitals of Culture Action-
Learning project involving participants
from Liverpool, Linz and Vilnius.

Additionally this year we provided one-
to-one executive coaching to 17 senior
manager members and specialist MBTI
coaching to a further 2.

This year saw the completion of ten full
years of ITC’s Fast Track Programme
during which we have trained 166
BAME and 21 Disabled arts managers
and administrators 66% of whom have
gone on to work in the performing arts
sector. We ended the year with a
debate at The Atrium Milbank to reflect
on the learning from the programme
and to celebrate the achievements of
the participants and host organisations.

As an extension of our work in promo-
ting diversity we ran, in partnership
with the Africa Consortium and British
Council, a series of professional devel-
opment events and debates.

In October 14 senior managers partici-
pated in our two-day Passport to
International Touring course.

Working with new technology was also
an important focus for our professional
development this year leading to the
development of a new course for our
core programme in partnership with
Pilot Theatre Company and a free trial
YPT and IT seminar in partnership with
Webplay.

This is probably the most important
part of ITC’s offer to our members:
daily access to confidential legal and
management advice and problem sol-
ving. This year saw a 6.5% increase in
use of this service by members.

Issues brought to us and solved includ-
ed redundancy, dismissals, disciplinary,
contract disputes, debt recovery, insol-
vency, governance, intellectual proper-
ty, immigration, work permits, organisa-
tional structure, recruitment, business
planning, professional development
planning, child protection, data protec-
tion. Our Legal & Industrial Relations
Manager created help sheets and legal
updates for our bi-monthly bulletin and
made them available as an ongoing
web-based resource for members.

The legal service provided by
the ITC in dealing with this

incorporation and charitable status
service and 98 used ITC’s Criminal
Records Bureau service enabling 555
practitioners to comply effectively with
child protection and safeguarding regu-
lations.

We continue to maintain our up-to-
date, user friendly union agreements
and have extended our Approved
Manager Service as a free opportunity
to all members able and willing to meet
the minimum terms and conditions.

In February London Councils commit-
ted to funding ITC to provide extended
management support services.
